SAFETY CHECKLIST

 Make sure your pram or stroller has the safety features 
required by the mandatory standard. 

 Always use the tether strap provided with  
your pram or stroller when the parking brake  
is not engaged.

 If you don’t have a tether strap, ask your supplier about 
buying one separately.

 As far as possible, keep the pram or stroller within 
arm’s reach if a child is in it.

 Make sure the child is secured in the safety harness 
provided with the product at all times.

Remember

  Prams and strollers are designed to move  
freely—wear the tether strap when walking  
and employ the parking brake when the  
pram or stroller is stationary.

  Make sure your child is restrained in the  
safety harness to prevent them falling from  
the pram or stroller.
