2. Please explain how NBN Co has determined capifa¢mditure forecasts for
assets related to deployment of the fibre netwarlke&ch scenario, including
assumptions made about the proportions of capkpéaditure that reflect
Greenfields roll-out versus replacement of browdBeassets.
