Notice is hereby given, in accordance with subsection 93 (1) of the Competition and
Consumer Act 2010, of particulars of conduct or of proposed conduct of a kind
referred to subsections 47 (2), (3), (4), (5), (6), (7), (8) or (9) of that Act in which the
person giving notice engages or proposes to engage.

M2 supplies a rallge of telecommunications goods and services (together
with associated suppofi services) predominantly to snall and medium
business customers. These include, but are not limited to VPNs, fixed line
telephone systerns, PABXs.

2. NotifTed arrangement

(a) Description of the goods or services in relation to the supply or
acquisition of which this notice relates:

Telecommunications goods and services, predominantly for srnall and

lnedium business customers ("Services").

(b) Description of the conduct or proposed conduct:

M2 will, in connection with offering the Services to its srnall and medium

busiuess custonters, provide those custorners with a discount on the cost of
those customers' Services ("Discount") if those customers enter into a

finance arrangement with CAFG Australease Pty Lirnited (ACN 002 306
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ACCC Notification 18 April 201 1

836) ("CAFGA"), in order to procure finance for the purchase of
telecommunications goods (such as handsets, routers and other
telecommunications equiprnent) fbr use in connection with the Services
("Relevant Equipment").

The value of the Discount will be eithet a fixed dollar discount (for
example, a discount of $10 off the line rental for each eligible line) or a
discount on call rates (the value of which will vary depending on the
relevant customer's usage).

For the avoidance of doubt, M2's srnall and medium business custorners are

not compelled to enter into a finance arrangelnent with CAFGA and are

able to:

(a) purchase the Relevant Equiprnent (for use in corurection with the
Services) outright; or

(b) purchase the Relevant Equiprnent (for use in connection with the
Services) with finance from any other source of that customer's
election; or

(c) elect not to purchase the Relevant Equiprnent,

however, the Discount refèrred to in this notification may not be available
to M2's srnall and medium business custorners unless a finance arrangement
with CAFGA is entered into.

Public beneflt claims

Arguments in support of notification:
(ReJèr to direction 7)

under the arrangernent with CAFGA, M2's small and rnedium business

customers will be able to receive the Discount on the Services in
circumstances where those small and mediurn business customers elect to
enter into a finance arrangeÍrent with CAFGA.

It is submitted that the arrangement with CAFGA promotes cornpetition in
the rnarket as:

(i) M2 will providing small and medium business customers with
access to cheaper Services, thereby increasing price competition in
the rnarket for the Services;

(ii) the ability for small and medium business custorner to obtain a

Discount on the Services rnay provide that customer with the ability
to purchase the Services, where, in absence of the Discount, the cost

of the Services would be g'eater, more diffrcult for the small ancl

medium business customer to service and potentially prohibitive;
and

(iii) by virlue of sub paragraphs (i) and (ii) above, the Discount may
provide small and medium businesses with greater disposable

incorne, thereby encouraging the growth of srnall and medium
businesses (and it is noted that the elnergence and growth of srnall
and medium businesses is likely to promote cornpetition in the

market places in which those small and rnedium businesses operate).

Facts and evidence relied upon in support of these claims:

(i) The acquisitiou cost of the Relevant Equipment can be in the tens of
thousands of dollars. Coupled witlr the cost of the Services, the cost

for srnall and business consumers can be prohibitive if the Discount

is not provided. The ability for srnall and medium business

customers to obtain a Discount in connection with the Services is

likely to promote the ability of a srnall and mediurn business

customer to acquire the Servioes and establish and/or grow their
business.

It is submitted that providing a Discount to srnall and medium
customers will not prejudice or adversely affect those custotners.

Market defTnition

M2 is not aware on any restriction on the supply or acquisition of the

Services (other than coverage lirnitations).

M2 is not aware of any detrirnent that is likely to arise froln the anangement
of providing a Discount on the Services to small and medium business

customers, particularly where those custorners are not compelled to accept

that Discount or enter into a finance arrangement with CAFGA.
